3.  Slip the mid-pipe onto the factory header pipe.   

 

4.  Align the canister and install the new upper 

mounting bolts.  Do not tighten at this time. 

 

5.  Once all parts are installed, step behind the bike 

and check alignment.  Make any necessary 

adjustments by moving the mid-pipe left or right to 

center the exhaust can.  When the can is centered, 

tighten the upper mounting bolts then tighten the t-bolt 

clamp on the mid-pipe. 

 

6.  Install the retention springs.

BAFFLE CORE REMOVAL FOR REPACKING 

**We do not recommend operating your motorcycle 

with baffles removed. 

However, these pipes will function with or without 

baffles.  To remove the baffle cores please follow the 

instructions below. For best results and to eliminate the 

possibility of damaging your tail section, the pipes 

should be removed before beginning 

1.  Remove the 1/4-20 locking hex nuts from the front 

of the canister. 

2.  Tap on the studs with a plastic hammer to drive the 

baffles out.  You may need to use a small screwdriver 

or rod to completely remove the baffles.  Be careful not  

to scratch the inside of the pipes while removing. 

3.  Installation is reverse of removal.
